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Read this entire procedure before proceeding with installation. 

 

 

Items Needed 

·  Xenesis Tru-Match H8/35W bulbs (one pair) from Bimmian.com 

·  Flathead screwdriver 

·  Rubbing alcohol (optional) 
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Notes 

1. There are two halo rings inside each headlight housing.  One bulb illuminates both halo rings on each side. 

2. Halo rings shine brighter in DRL (Daytime Running Lights) mode.  They will dim while headlights are on. 

3. In order to prevent dropping the bulb inside the headlight housing, it is recommended that the wiring 
harness be attached while the bulb is being removed and inserted. 

4. Do not touch the glass portion of bulbs.  Oil from the skin can result in reduced bulb life.  If this occurs, 
clean bulb with rubbing alcohol. 

 

 

Procedure 

1. Raise the hood. 

2. Ensure that engine is off, headlight switch is in the off (“0”) position, and keys are not in ignition. 

3. Locate the access panel for the halo bulbs on top of each headlight housing.  See Figures 1 and 2.

4. On the forward edge of the access panel, there are two release tabs.  Remove the access panel by 

inserting a flathead screwdriver in front of each tab and prying upwards.  See Figures 3 and 4.

5. Remove the access panel by lifting it from the front edge.  See Figure 5.

6. The bulb is held in place by three tabs.  The bulb can be removed when these three tabs line up with the 

three slots in reflector housing. 

a. Facing the vehicle, remove the bulb by rotating it clockwise. 

b. When the tabs and slots line up, partially remove the bulb from the reflector housing.  Due to space 
constraints, the bulb will have to be angled out towards the access opening in order to remove it 
completely. 

7. Once the bulb has cleared the reflector housing, remove the wiring harness by releasing the connector 
tabs on each side of the bulb.  See Figures 6 and 7.

8. Attach the wiring harness to the new bulb.  It will only fit one way.  Ensure that the connector tabs snap 
securely into place.  See Figure 8.

9. Reverse Step 6. 

a. Line up the three bulb tabs with the three slots in the back of the reflector housing. 

b. Push the bulb into the reflector housing until the gasket material makes flush contact with the back 
of the housing. 

c. Rotate the bulb counter-clockwise to secure the bulb. 

d. If bulb feels loose, the problem can probably be resolved by switching the gasket ring on the 
upgrade bulb with the gasket ring from the OEM bulb. 

10. Ensure no wiring is kinked or bent. 

11. Reinstall access panel. 

12. Test installation by turning on headlights. 

13. Repeat Steps 2 through 12 for the other headlight.
